Discussion Questions 
 
LEADERS: There is no pressure to get through all the questions; we suggest prayerfully planning your choices 
for your group. Your leadership of sharing and questioning will determine how deep your group goes with each 
question.  

During this series we will have videos with stories of people living the abundant life. Please show them at the 
beginning of your disciple group each week. Week 5 Video.   

• What stood out to you in the sermon this week?  
• What did God reveal to you in the Scriptures this week, maybe for the first time? 

Have people in your group take turns reading these verses: Genesis 1:1, 4:6-7; Deuteronomy 6:4-5; Psalm 
23:1; Proverbs 3:1-10, 11:24-28; Malachi 3:7-9; Matthew 6:19-21, 24, 33; John 1:1, 3:16; Romans 5:8; 2 
Corinthians 9:6-8; Colossians 1:15-18; 1 John 4:10 
 

• What do these scriptures tell us about God’s character? (God is never confused, never tired and never 
surprised. He never changes. He’s never second. He will be first as your Judge or Savior.) 

• Pastor Joby shared three truths about God. 1: God is First. 2: Because God is first, He loves first and 
goes first. 3: What you do with your money (first fruits) displays and directs your heart.  
What does it mean to give God your first fruits and why does He want that? (Giving your first and best is 
the only way to give by faith. Abel gave his first fruits out of faith and love. Cain gave leftovers. God doesn’t 
do seconds or leftovers.) 

• Share how you have experienced God’s goodness and faithfulness through giving. 

Review and discuss the following questions from page 104 in the Abundant Life Journal that was passed 
out during service: 

• What does generosity or lack thereof reveal about our hearts?  

• What or who are you putting your security in apart from Christ? What is that false security producing 
in your life?  

• What is the Good Shepherd telling you to do that you are not doing? Why not? What are you afraid 
of?
