Action Step: Pray and ask God where He wants you to step into the arena and take action this week. Here 

are some ways: Fight for your marriage. Fight for one more generation. Fight for the least of these. Text 

“serve” to 441122 for opportunities. Give to support the ministries we support. Pray like the world depends on 

it, because it does. 

Discussion Questions 

Leaders: Our goal is for your group members to engage in a meaningful discussion, not to answer every 
question. Creating trust among members and understanding who is in the group is vital to taking conversations 
deeper and growing in vulnerability. 

• Read John 2:13-22. What stood out to you in the sermon this week and what did God reveal to you 
in the Scriptures? 

 
• Discuss why Jesus was angry about what was happening in the temple. (It was not because they 

were selling things. It was because they lost their fear of God. They were using God’s system to take 
advantage of God’s people to line their pockets. They were pushing OUT those far from God - the gentiles 
in their court - for the benefit of the religious. They were misrepresenting God and worship to the people.)  

 
• What do Jesus’s actions in the temple reveal about God’s character? (Some possibilities include 

God’s passion for His people, for true worship, His justice, mercy and love.) 
  

• How did your earthly father (or mother) model anger to you and how does that influence your views 
on anger?  
 

• Discover: Read Ephesians 4:26-32. What stands out to you in these verses? 
Deepen: When is anger a sin and when is the absence of anger a sin? (When you get angry for no real 
cause, that’s a sin. When you don’t get angry despite just cause, that’s also a sin. See James 4:17.) 

 
• Discover: Read James 1:19-21. What is something that stirs up righteous anger in your heart?  

Deepen: What Godly action could you take in response? (To do nothing is out of step with the 
character and nature of God. Get in the arena and do something about it. How do we make sure we are 
doing this in a Godly way? Put off some stuff - filthiness and rampant wickedness. Put on some stuff - 
receive with meekness the implanted Word of God. Ultimately, do you trust God? Do you trust that HE will 
either cover it with His grace or confront it with His justice?)
